President Rosser vetoes motion #13 from the April 21, 2011 Senate meeting that approved Kim Sloan to take on two stipend positions for the 2011-12 school year-he feels this is limiting the number of students who can participate by allowing one person to have two roles.  It does not give others an opportunity for leadership roles.
         -Jim Kramer reports that Kim Sloan ran unopposed for SGA and she should not be penalized
         -President Rosser reports that he has seen how overwhelming dual roles can be-taking on two roles limits people’s capabilities
         -Senator Johnson reports that this decision is not about Kim Sloan, it’s about the betterment of students
         -VP Madden feels the group is being hypocritical because VP Bailley did hold two stipend positions this year
         -President Rosser feels what has happened in the past should not dictate the future
         -Dr. Foley advises the group that she likes to see a lot of different students in leadership roles
         -Senator Niemic reports that last years she was nominate for the Speaker of the Senate position but she declined in order to give someone else a chance because she was already going to have a paid stipend position with UPB
          -Senator Tinker reports that he has spoken at length with Kim Sloan and believes she can do it
          -Senator Ligman feels that having dual roles does demonstrate a student’s ability to multitask but having as many different students as possible involved is important.
