b. Motion #3-That the Board of CoOperative Activities elects Crystal Clayton as a CoOp Student-at-Large representative
Street/Carnahan
-Chair Rodgers explains that this vacancy was left when Zachariah Dornisch was appointed to the position of Parliamentarian
-Crystal Clayton is present and affirms her desire and ability to serve on CoOp and regularly attend the committee meetings on Sunday evenings at 7 pm
Motion Passes with Drs. Frederick and Vogel abstaining
c. Motion #4-That the Board of CoOperative Activities approves the new initiative request of Women’s Rugby for up to $1,600 to attend the Midwest Rugby Playoffs
Campbell/Street
-Macey Ackman is present to represent the club and speaks about the short, two-week turnaround they are given when the team advances to the playoffs; this makes it hard for them to fundraise the needed funds; She explains their $1,600 request as $1,000 for lodging and $600 for gas; she also explains that this is the first round and if they would advance to the second round they would request additional funds to travel to Wisconsin
-Dr. Frederick asks about the possibility of letting teams request playoff funds in their budgets and return the money if they do not advance; she also asks why SGA funds students to attend playoffs but not conferences
-Cathy George explains the funding practices and recognizes the Women’s Rugby team for their efforts to contain costs when planning post season trips
-Motion Passes with Drs. Frederick and Vogel abstaining
d. Motion #5-That the Board of CoOperative Activities approves the new initiative request of Swim Club for up to $7,600
Henry/Carnahan
-Kaila Kramer is present from the team to explain the request; the team is invited to championships in Georgia March 28-April 1, 2012, and 20 of 40 swim team members qualify to attend; she explains their $7,600 request as $6,500 for airfare, $800 food and $300 tournament fee. 
-Chair Rodgers clarifies that this is not an invitational; CoOp does not fund invitationals
-Cathy George reminds the group that CoOp does not fund food or airfare but the team could request funds for lodging; she also advises the group to speak with the SRU foundation to determine whether there are any remaining funds for swimming
-Corey Street asks the group to come to the finance committee meeting Sunday evening at 7 pm in the SGA office to discuss this further and then come back to CoOp with a recommendation

f. Motion #7-That the Board of CoOperative Activities approves the new initiative request of Campus Crusade for Christ for $500 to pay outstanding speaker fees from the 2010-11 budget year

-Chair Rodgers explains that the groups was budgeted for this expense last year and they did submit a payment request but the request was lost and the group was unable to resubmit paperwork before the end of the fiscal year
-Cathy George reaffirms that the group did nothing wrong and that this is simply an error that needs to be corrected

g. Motion #8-That the Board of CoOperative Activities approves the updated funding policies for student organizations with the stipulation that additional changes will be brought back to CoOp after discussion at finance committee

-Chair Rodgers explains that his effort to revise the policies was simply to make it more logical and less confusing; each area that has been revised is highlighted in the copy that was e-mailed to everyone
-After much discussion about each highlighted area, the group decides to pass the original motion as is and bring back to CoOp any changes that will need approved
